Students are required to record all project related activities and to set goals beyond the minimum requirements.  The CASL journal serves as a record of a student’s reflections throughout the year.  Strive for balance between the three components of Creativity, Action and Service.

Over the year, students will be required to undertake;

a) at least one sustainable service project (weekly for 9 weeks or bi-weekly over a 

    semester), and

b) at least one new action activity, and
c) at least one new creative activity, and 

d) self evaluation and reflection for each new activity undertaken

(For example: self-confidence, modesty, respect, awareness, responsibility, curiosity, honesty, objectivity, commitment, initiative, determination, new skills and the ability to meet new challenges.)

· Did anyone help you during this activity?  If so, describe the help given.

· How did this activity benefit other people or institutions?

· What would you change if you did this same activity again?

· What would you like to do next if you could continue with this activity?
